Monthly Climate Discussion— 15 August 2008
July Climate Summary

American Samoa — After a particularly wet May and June, American Samoa was cool and slightly drier than aver-
age in July. The yearly cumulative rainfall of 86.20 inches at Pago Pago remains 2.22 inches above average.

Republic of the Marshall Idands — Kwajalein was slightly wetter than average for July, while Majuro was
dlightly drier than average; Utirik and Wotje were also quite dry in July. Very persistent easterly winds have re-
sulted in lower than average rain for many islands in the RMI.

Federated States of Micronesia- PohnpeiandKosrae were both dry in July, although the southern islands and
atolls of Pohnpei State have received ample rain. No inundation problems were rephttekl.received near
normal rainfall in July, although Polowat and some of the western islands of Chuuk State rem#epdmas
slightly drier than average, especially in the southern islands

Palau— The islands oPalau were quite dry in July, and have been experiencing high month to month variability
as the position of the monsoon fluctuates.

Guam and CNMI — Conditions in and Guam the CNMI were generally hot, dry and mellow in July, with no ex-
treme weather events reported. Plumes of vog (volcanic fog from Hawaii) combined with light easterly winds pro-
duced hazy conditions for much of the month. Conditions in the western Pacific remain very-ligeNifia

Hawaii — The remnant of former Tropical Cyclone Elida passed over the Big Island and Maui on-23ly 3£l
drought conditions remain across most of the state; on Aug 1, the U.S. Department of Agriculture declared Hawalii
a primary disaster area for agriculture interests due to ongoing drought.
