Position Descriptions

Traffic Monitor

You are in charge of crowd control at the school bus drop off station fronting Kennedy Theater. You will help teams of
bus greeters with off-loading thousands of K-12 school children and getting them to the right platforms. If you are well -
organized, have astrong personality and voice, then you are perfect for the job!

Bus Greeter

Information Booth Attendant

Volunteer Attendants : Checking-in volunteers (name tags, crosscheck reporting stations, provide volunteer coupon),

Education and Information Attendants : know what is going on with program, exhibits, activities; manage sound system,

able to provide correct information on a dime.

Retail Attendants: Manage inventory and sales for Saturday only. Items may include t-shirts, posters, etc.
